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Abstract

This research was intended (1) to investigate the needs for 5 areas of guidance
services of Prathomsuksa Six students in Changwat Ranong: individual inventory,
information, counseling, placement, and follow-up services; and (2) to compare such needs
- for guidance services of Prathomsuksa Six students with difference in sex, academic
achievement and parental occupations.

The samples consisted of 402 Prathomsuksa Six students drawn from schools
under the Office of Ranong Provincial Primary Education in the écademic year 1996,

The research instrument for data collection was a rating scale questionnaire, with .9520
reliabilty coefficient for each set of que&ﬁénnair@. Data were analyzed using percentage,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.

The findings of the study were as follows.

1. The averall needs for guidance services of Prathomsuksa Six students were
at a moderate level, and when separate aspects of the needs for guidance services were
considered, their needs were also at a moderate level. -

2. There was no difference in the overall needs for guidance between male
and female students. However, there was a significant difference in individual inventory
and information services between male and female students at .05 level v;rhile the

remaining needs for services were not of significant difference.
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3. There was no difference in the overall needs for guidance between
students with different academic achievement. However, a significant difference at
05 level was found only in the needs for information services between students with
different acamedic achievement. That is, those with high academic achievement showed
areater needs for information services than those with low and moderate academic
achievement while no sifgnificant difference in the needs for information services was
found between those with low and moderate academic achievement.

4, There was no significant difference at .05 level in the overall needs for
guidance services between students whose parental occupations were different. However,
only the needs for placement services were of significant ditference between those whose
parental occuaptions were different. That is, students whose parents engaged in general
hired labor and agriculture showed greater needs for placement services than those whose
parents worked for government agencies or state enterprises: nevertheless, there was no
signficant difference in the needs for placement services between those whose parents

engaged in all the remaining occupations.
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
