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Abstract

This research was intended to evaluate three aspects of English
instruction in Prathomsuksa I in Nakhon Si Thammarat : (1) input which
were characteristics and attitudes of the English teachers, attendance rate and
interest in studying English of the students, lesson plan, curriculum, and
instructional media; (2) teaching process including stages of* instruction which
were introduction, teaching, conclusion, and remedial teaching; and (3)
products which were learning achievement and students’ altitudes. The
subjects of the study were 281 English teachers in Prathomsuksa I in elementary
schools under the Office of Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary Education selected
by simple random sampling.

The research instrument was a five-level rating-scale evaluation form
of which .le reliability was .9761. The statistical analysis performed were
percentages, means, and standard deviations.

The findings were that :

1. As for input it was found that the majority of English teachers got
a bachelor degree and were not in English major. Most of them had 0-2
years of experience.

1.1 Overall, the English teachers' current characteristics was high.
1.2 The teachers' overall attitudes towards English teaching were
that they agreed, thus, they had good attitudes towards English teaching.

1.3 The attendance rate of most students was 80-99%

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1.4 The students' interest in English was overall moderate.
1.6 Most teachers prepared short lesson plans in their own way.
1.6 The curriculum was overall clear and suitable in the high level.

1.7 The utilization and support of instructional media were overall

2.1 Overall, the teachers performed moderately for introduction.
2.2 Their overall teaching performance was high.

2.8 Their overall conclusion performance was high.

2.4 Their overall remedial teaching was moderate.
