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Favorable Chﬁracteristics of Thai Language Teachers in Elementary Schools
in Three Southern Provinces as Perceived by Distinguished Thai
Language Teachers and Thai Language Experts
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This research is intended (1) to inquire into the
favorable characteristics of Thai language teachers in
elementary schools in three southern provinces of Thailand,
based on the perception of distinguished Thai language
teachers and Thai language experts, (2) to ihquire at what
level the perception of the favorable characteristics as
such by distinguished Thai language teacher is, (3) to inquire
at what level the perception of the favorable characteristics
as such by Thai language expe(ts is, and (4) to investigate
whether those disﬁinguished Thai language teachers and Thai
language experts differ in their perception of the favorable
characteristics of Thai language teachers in elementary
schools in three southern provinces. The samples of this
study are 24 Thai language experts and 20 distinguished Thai
language teachers in elementary schools under the Office of
Primary Education in Yala, Pattani and Narathiwat provinces.
Three sets of questionnaires are used in collecting the data.
Through the Delphi technique, the respondents’ opinions are
elicited and have been checked and rechecked for three times.
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The research findings are as follows:

1. With respect to instruction, it is most favorable
for Thai language teachers in elementary schools in those
three provinces to recognize the importance of Thai as a
learning instrument, to use and pronounce the language
correctly, to have positive attitudes toward and willingness
in teaching Thai, and to be devoted to and responsible for
their teaching.

2. With respect to academic efficiency, it is most
favorable for those Thai language teachers to try, by all
means, to auément their academic competence, to seek new
teaching techniques, to have creativity in organizing
classroom activities, and to be earnest in solving problems.

3. With respect to physical and mental health,
it is most favorable for those Thai language teachers to
carry no serious contagious disease, to have a sound mind
in a sound body, to have self-esteem and pride in their
profession, and to refrain from all drugs.

4, VWith respect to the relationship with their
students, it is most favorable for those Thai language
teachers to have best wishes for and stay on good terms
with their students, to treat their students fairly, and
to create a homelike atmosphere for their students. With
respect to the relationship with their superiors and
colleagues, it is most favorable for those teachers to be
good members of the group, to comply with the official
rules and regulations, to keep their superiors’ and
colleagues’ matters confidential, to stay in good harmony
with their colleagues. With respect to the relationship
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with other people, it is most favorable for those teachers
not to be snobbish and cqntemptuous, t0 be trustworthy,
gentle and pleasant, and to have a stable temperament.

5. With respect to codes of conduct, it is most
favorable for those Thai language teachers to commit no
adulter, to be ashamed of sinful deeds, to be responsible
and to involve themselves in no gambling.

6. With respect to personality, it is most favorable
for those Thai language teachers to have faith in their
profession, to have perpetual self-improvement, to have
clear speech, and to have enthusiasm in performing their

duties. N
| 7. With respect to counseling and supervising of
the students, it is most favorable for those Thai language
teachers to be a good exemplar for their students, to be
disciplined and rational, and to exhibit sportsmanship.

8. With respect to citizenship under the constitutional
monarchy, it is most favorable for those Thai language teachers
to be loyal to the national, religious and monarchical institutions,
to have self-discipline, to abide by the law, to support
patriotism, and to retain the government affairs confidential.

9. The 6verall perception of the favorable characteristics
of those Thai language teachers by distinguished Thai languaée
teachers and Thai language experts is found to be at a ‘most
appropriate’ level.

10. The distinguished Thai language teachers and Thai
language experts are found not to differ in their overall
perception of the favorable characteristics of Thai language

teachers in elementary schools in three southern provinces.
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
