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Abstract

This research was intended to examine the effects of using K-W-L technique on Reading
comprehension and attitude toward reading of Prathomsuksa Four students. Drawn through
purposive sampling, the subjects were seventy Prathomsuksa Four students in the second
semester of 2002 at Muang Pattani School, under the Office of Muang District Primary Education
in Pattani Province. Thirty-six of them were assigned into an experimental proup: the other
thirty-four were in the control group. The first group was taught with K-W-L technique, while
traditional teaching method was used with the second. The research instruments were twelve
teaching plans for each group, a twenty-cight item reading comprehension test with the reliability
of 0.87 and a thirty-item reading attitude test with the reliability of 0.84. Mean, standard
deviation and t-test were used in data analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

[. The students’ reading comprehension after treated with K-W-L technique increased at
the significance level of .001,

2. The students’ reading comprehension after treated with traditional teaching method
increased at the significance level of 001,

3. The students treated with K-W-L technique had higher reading comprehension than
those treated with traditional teaching method at the (001 level of significance.

4. The attitude toward reading of the students treated with K-W-L technique was higher

than that of the students with traditional teaching method at the .05 level of significance.



To enhance the students’ comprehension and attitude toward reading, the teachers and
those involved in education should apply the K-W-L techniques in their organization of Thai
reading activities. However, before the K-W-L technigues are implemented, each step in the

instructional process as well as the students’ roles should be delineated and clarified.
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
