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Abstract

This research was intended (1) to evaluate related lactors of the
guidance program in elementary schools in Nakhon Si Thammarat consisting
characteristics of counselors, support from administrators, instruments for
guidance service, financial budget, and guidance office; (2) to cvaluate the
implementation of this guidance program concerning collection of students
personal information, information service, counseling service, placement
service, and follow-up and evaluation; and (3) to evaluate the outcomes of
this guidance program on the desirable characteristics of students.

The subjects of this study were 270 teachers responsible for the
guidance program in clementary schools under the Office of Nakhon 5Si
Thammarat Primary Education. The instrument used in data collection was a
questionnaire and an evaluation form of which the reliability was .0628. The
statistical analyses performed were percentages, means, and standard deviations.

The findings were that :

1. Overall, the level of related factors of this guidance program was
moderate.  When ‘cach factor was considered it was found that the current
characteristics of counselors, support from administrators, and instruments for
guidance service were moderate while the factors of current budget and
guidance office were in the low level. _ :

2. Overall, the' implementation of the guidance program was performed

moderately.  When each performance was considered, it was found that the

collection of students' personal information, information service, placement
service, and follow-up and evaluation were moderate while the performance
of counseling service was in the high level.

3. As for level of outcomes of this guidance program, overall the

students' desirable characteristics was in the high level.
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
