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ABSTRACT

This research is intended (1) to study problems and their
causes as well as needs for supervision of Prathomsuksa IV
teachers teaching life-experiences, a subject set forth in the 1978
Primary Education Curriculum (revised edition: 1990) in five
areas: teaching preparation, contents, instructional activities,
instructional aids, and measurement and evaluation, and (2) to
identify those problems and causes as well as needs for
supervision of the aforementioned teachers in relation to their
fields of study, experiences in teaching at elementary level, in
teaching life-experiences as well as in attending seminars and/or

conferences.

The samples of this study are 190 Prathomsuksa IV
teachers teaching life-experiences in the 1995 academic year
from schools under the Office of Primary Education in Changwat
Narathiwat.

The data are collected using a questionnaire, the reliability
of which is .97. Percentage, arithmetic mean and standard
deviation are used in data analysis.

The research findings are as follows:

1.  Overall, the teachers’ problems in teaching life-
experiences are at a moderate level. In the areas of teaching
preparation, instructional activities, and measurement and
evaluation, most problems stem from teachers’ lack of practice.
In the area of contents, the main cause of the problems comes
from lack of academic resources while the problems in the area of
instructional aids result from lack of materials and equipment.

2. In all areas under study, the majority of these teachers
need supervision. In the areas of teaching preparation, contents,
instructional activities, and measurement and evaluation, most
teachers prefer supervision in the forms of seminars and/or
workshops. However, in the area of instructional aids, visits to
schools awarded for outstanding instruction are preferred.

3. Despite their differences with regard to fields of study,
experiences in teaching at elementary level, in teaching life-
experiences and in attending seminars and/or conferences, these
teachers encounter similar problems and causes, and need

supervision alike.
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
