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Abstract

This research was intended (1) to investigate four
levels of reading comprehension: literal, reorganizational,
inferential, and evaluative comprehension of Prathomsuksa Six
students in Changwal Pattani; and (2) Lo compare the reading
comprehension levels of students with different mother tongues
different exposures to reading skills, different reading
attitudes, and different interests in mass media. The samples
under investigation comprised 382 Prathomsuksa Six students
under the OFfice of Pattani Provincial Primary Education in
the acadenic yvear 19%4. The instrument for data collecltion was
divided into four parts: parl one was checklist questionnaire
on shudents’ mother tongue as well as their interests in mass
medias part two was questionnaire on students® exposures to
reading skills, with .85 reliability coefficient; part three
was reading attitude questionnaire, with .84 reliability
coefficient; and part four was a test of all 4 levels of
reading comprehension, with .96 reliasbility coefficient.

Data were analyzed using percentage, arilhmelic mean, standard
deviation, L-Lest, F-tLest and the Scheffg test of the paired-

variable mean.
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The findings of the study were as follows:

1. Students’ scores of reading comprehension in each
level-literal, reorganizational, inferential, and evaluative-
were lower than 50 percent, which is below Lhe primary
education’s competency standards.

2. There was a significant difference in literal,
inferential and evaluative reading comprehension between
students with different mobher tongues at .05 level, while no
gtatistical difference was found in reorganizational reading
comprehension.

3. There was no significant difference in all four
levels of reading comprehension between students with high
and moderate exposures Lo reading skills.

4. There was a significant difference in all four
levels of reading comprehension between studenbts with high
reading attitudes and those with moderate and lov reading
attitudes at .05 level.

5. There was no difference in all Tour levels of
reading comprehension between students with high, moderate

and low interests in mass media.
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
