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ABSTRACT

This research wes intended (1) to investigate
the levels of problems in boy scout activity teaching
in terms of learning objectives, Laachers. students,
instructional sctivities, measurement and evaluationg
(2) to compare the levels of problems in boy scout activity
teaching of teachers with different factors in sex, boy
scout credentiasls, teaching experience and school sizej and
(3) to gather problems snd suggesticns for improving the
teaching problems in boy scout sctivities.

The samples under study were 247 teachers of boy
scout activities in primery schools under the Office of
Phuket Provincial Primary Education. Data were collected
through the administration of questionnaeire comprising
three perts! part one was 8 checklist on the respondents’
background informationi pert two was a 63-item, rating scale
questionnaire in all 5 aspects of hoy scout activitiesy snd
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part three waes an open-ended question on suggestions for
solutions to problems of boy scout activity teaching.

Daeta were enalyzed by using percentage, arithmetic
meen, stendard devistion, t-test, F-test and Scheffe' method
for post hoc multiple comparison.

The findings were as followst

1. The overall as well as separate problem in boy
scout activity teaching of Primary Education Curriculum 1878
(Revised Edition 1880) of teachers in learning objectives,
teachers, students, instructional sctivities, measurement
and evaluation was et 8 moderste level.

2. Upon the post hoc multiple comparison of boy
scout activity teaching problems of Primary Education
Curriculum 1978 (Revised Edition 1990) smong teachers with
different factors, it was found thats

2.1 According to teachers with different sexes,
the levels of problems in boy scout sctivity teaching in terms
of learning objectives, teachers, students, instructional
sctivities, measurement and evalustion were significantly
different st .05 level., The overall problems in boy scout
sctivity teaching were significantly different at .05 level.

2.2 Upon the overell end separate problems
in boy scout activity teaching being considered, there
was no significant difference in the taachinglproblems of
eachers with different boy scout credentials, teaching
experience, and school size.

3. Through the open-ended questions concerning
the boy scout sctivity teaching problems of Primary Education
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Curriculum 1978 (Revised Edition 1980) of teachers, the
results indiceted that teachers had all 5 teaching problemst
learning objectives, teachers, students, instructional
gctivities, measurement and evaluation. To improve the

boy scout teaching problems, the suggestions may he
summarized as followst The schools or offices concerned
are responsible for analyzing the boy scout curriculum

so that the objectives end contents may be suitably met

eand offered accordingly. Teachers should be motivated

to take part in the seminar end treining of the boy scout
bedgers so that their knowledge and experience in the boy
scout activity tesching could be broedened. Parents should
be informed the importance of boy scout activities. Needy
students should be provided with financisl support as well
es educational supplies. Finally, there should be some
workshops on the construction of standardized instruments

for educationel measurement and evalustion.
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
