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Abstract

This research was intended (1) to investigate the needs of teaching competency
development of the elementary school teachers in Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat in six areas:
teaching preparation, instructional activity implementation, classroom atmosphere creation,
instructional media use, instructional measurement and evaluation, and remedial teaching;

(2) to rank order of importance of such needs of teaching competency development of the
elementary school teachers in Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat; and (3) to compare the needs
of teaching competency development in relation to school size, class level of teaching, age and
teaching experience. A sample for this research were 385 primary school teachers in Changwat
Nakhon Si Thammarat in the academic year 1996. The research instrument was 5-point rating
scale questionnaire, with .9348 reliability coefficient on teaching preparation, with .9419
reliability coefficient on instructional activity implementation, with .9113 reliability coefficient
on classroom atmosphere creation, with .8987 reliability coefficient on instructional media use,
with .9602 reliability coefficient on instructional measurement and evaluation, with .9412
reliability coefficient on remedial teaching, and with .9837 reliability coefficient on the entire
questionnaire. Data were analyzed by using percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation,

and F-test.
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The findings were the following:

1. The overall needs as well as those of separate areas of teaching competency
development of the elementary school teachers were at a high level.

2. The needs of teaching competency development of the elementary school
teachers in descending order of importance was as follows: instructional activity implementation,
teaching preparation, instructional measurement and evaluation, remedial teaching, classroom
atmosphere creation, and instructional media use, respectively.

3. There was no difference in the overall needs of teaching competency development
among the elementary school teachers in varying school sizes. However, when separate areas
of needs considered, the needs for instructional media use were found significant at .01 level.
That is, those teaching in a large-size school showed greater needs of teaching competency
development than those teaching in a medium-size school.

4. There was no significant difference among the elementary school teachers
teaching at a different class level for the overall needs as well as those of separate areas of
teaching competency development

5. There was no significant difference among the elementary school teachers of
different age for the overall needs as well as those of separate areas of teaching competency
development

6. There was no significant difference among the elementary school teachers with
different teaching experience for the overall needs as well as those of separate areas of teaching
competency development

7. The needs of teaching competency development through on-leave for further
study among the elementary school teachers were at a moderate level, whereas through other

means for such needs as well as the overall needs were at a high level.
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
