Abstract

The objectives of this action research are (1) to study process of integrating the
curriculum on community forest with participation of local community people and school, (2) to
study factor and conditions facilitating or obstructing the process, and (3) to study the results of
such process on community people, teacher and student participating in the process and the
development of the curriculum. The research focused on two particular target groups which are
the curriculum developing team, totaling 38 people, and a trial group comprising of students from
Mathayomsuksa 1/1, totaling 36 students.

There are 3 research instrumesnt use in this research: (1) a knowledge understanding
test, (2) a curriculum satisfaction assessment form, and (3) a questionnaire on opinion on
activities done during the implementation of the curriculum. Data was collected through different
means including documentation, field survey, participatory observation, testing and interview.
Qualitative data is analyzed by descriptive analysis. Quantitative data is analyzed by calculating
percentage, average, standard deviation and comparison using T-test.

One of the research outputs is the integrated local curriculum on Community Forest
which was used in the teaching-learning process by teachers and local people. The integrated
curriculum comprised of 4 chapters: (1) general background on forest in Thailand, (2)

characteristics of Tamot Community Forest, (3) utilization of the forest, and (4) conservation.
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Each chapter is composed of title, learning objective, scope, content, activities, duration, speaker
or organizer, evaluation and the main core subject.

Furthermore, the research has created the participation between local community people
and the school teachers for they participated in thinking, making decision, implementing and
receiving benefits.

Factors and conditions enhancing the process can be identified as (1) support from the
school administrator, (2) school Policy, (3) good ralationship between the school and the
community, (4) the learning of community people through the visitation and exchange of the
people and the visitors, and (5) characteristics of local people who think about benefits of others
rather then own self. Factors and conditions that may prohibit the process are (1) teachers’
working load, (2) teachers’ knowledge of integrating process, (3) teachers’ attitudes toward local
people, (4) conflicts among teachers, (5) community’s working load, and (6) availability of the
local people.

Results on the students whom this curriculum was implemented show that their
knowledge and understanding on Community Forest increase significantly at 0.05 confident level.
They also had better skills and attitudes toward the forest. For teachers, it is found that they
learned better teaching techniques and discovered new learning sources. For local people who
were involved as speakers, the results from focus group showed that they learned the process of
writing a lesson plan, and delivering method. They also felt proud, being more confident, being
able to express their opinions more and being more confident in teaching students. For the
community people who participated as a curriculum integrating development team, it is found that
they were able to use the knowledge of integration and apply it to other area of work in the local
organization network, having an opportunity to review their knowledge on the forest, thus being
proud of the community. They felt that the community is valuable and worth being a learning
source. Furthermore, the community had several local wise teachers who can teach their own
children in the community. All parties involving in this research, which are students, teachers and
community people, assessed their satisfaction on the curriculum and rated it as very high.

Similarly, the opinion of students on detailed activities was rated as very high.
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
