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Abstract

This action research aims to develop a learning process for a community on managing
their solid wastes. Using Prik — tok community in Prik municipality as a case study. The study
was carried out by this process : 1) Prepration of research team. 2) Improving the way in solid
waste management. 3) Defining solid waste management activities. 4) Implementing the activities
in community. 5) Field trip 6) Solid waste to egg project. 7) Monitoring solid waste management
in community. 8) Evaluation and reflection of the activities. 9) Conclusion of the whole process.

The learning process of solid waste management in Prik community started with giving
knowledge about solid waste management to people, exchanging opinions and suggestions about
solid waste separation, recycle, suitable solid waste disposal, and collection of solid waste for
disposal by Prik municipality staff.

The results of the study show that the learning process enhanced learning about solid
waste management of the research participant including knowledge, attitude and practice. This
brought about the behavioral changes for better solid waste management. For knowledge, both
research participants and people know more about types of solid waste, state of solid waste,
utilization of solid waste, and recycling. For attitudes, they understood that solid wastes were
still valuable and that community and the municipality had to cooperate in solid waste
management. For practice, they separated solid wastes and try reusing before they discharge. Prik
municipality staff also learned to understand the community conditions and needs, and also
learned to accept the community’s importance and potential. The Municipality staff adjusted their
work to suit the community and provided more support. In addition, the learning process also

resulted in newly established project by the community: Solid waste exchange to egg project and

EM project. However, the solid waste exchange to egg project seemed to be accepted the
community than the latter one. Problems and obstacle in developing the learning process included
political conflicts, time limitations of both the research team and the municipal staff, and habits of

people in community.
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
