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Abstract

This research is an environmental education action research. The main purposes of the
study are :

1) to develop the local curriculum of culture environment learned from historical sites
in Tambon Bor Yang

2) to study factors and conditions supporting and hampering the development process
of local curriculum and its implementation

3) to create knowledge, understanding and positive attitude among students of primary
5 towards culture environment

There are 4 steps of local curriculum development as follow

1) studying background information

2) developing local curriculum

3) testing local curriculum

4) assessing and improving local curriculum, engaging 32 students of primary 5 for 25

periods (60 minutes a period)

This study was carried out through collecting data from documents and field activities
consisting of 1) interviews and 2) group discussion.

The research tools included 1) semi — structured interview 2) questionnaire 3) test
4) satisfaction assessment of students and teachers 5) students’ attitude test and 6) student’s

learning achievement assessment.

The data analysis was performed using percentage, content analysis, mean, standard
deviation and dependent t-test. The results are as followed :

1) The local curriculum on culture environment consists of principle, purpose, structure,
course description, content, teaching methods, educational media, evaluations, and 11 activities.
The content consists of history of historical sites in Tambon Bor Yang, causes of deterioration,
and their importance and preservation approaches. The background information revealed common
interests among various government departments, communities and student’s guardians to
incorporate local learning resources into formal education. Students and concerned persons
would like to have local resource persons as guest lecturers as well as learning at local historical
sites and in classroom. Educational media, if provided, would support and facilitate students’
learning.

2)  Supporting factors for the local curriculum development are visions, good co-
operation, motivation and attention of administration staff and all teachers in the school. The good
relationship between school and community has been very important for the local curriculum
development as well. Problems and obstructions for local curriculum development came from the
teachers’ busy work and the lack of self confidence.

3) The result of the study showed that there was difference in students’ pre and post
knowledge and understanding. Students and teachers were very satisfied with the curriculum.
The students were able to engage in class activities and produce good pamphlets and documents
and they have good attitudes toward learning from historical sites in their hometown. Teachers
could understand the importance of local curriculum and culture environment and continue to

improve their teaching.
