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Abstract

This research is an environmental education action research. The aims of the
study are to  construct a local environmental curriculum using participation process
between a local community and a local school and to study the learning process of students
whom this curriculum was tried on.

The research data was collected from documents surveying and field survey. For
field survey, data was collected by using participation and questionnaire. Eight forums were
organised to construct the curriculum oservation : 1) Identification of an environmental
issue to be used constructing the curriculum 2) Defining leaming standard 3) Defining
contents and sub — contents 4) Defining leaming plan 5) Improving the learning plan and
brainstorming for try —out of the curriculum 6) Planning on the curriculum try —out 7)
Monitoring and Evaluat the curriculum to solve problems that arose and 8) Conclusion
of the whole.

For the try-out of the curriculum : The constructed curriculum was in accordance
with the 2001 National Compulsory Education guidelined by the Ministry of Education. The
curriculum was used as instructional activities on secondary 1 students of Prachabumrung
School in the first semester of 2002.

The results of the research were as follows : The constructing of the curriculum
could promote the learning of knowledge, attitude, skill, behavior, etc. On community
people, school personels and students whom the curriculum was tried on. For community
people : 1) Curriculum constructors had an opportunity to review their knowledge, gain

new insight and learn new teaching process and techniques. 2) Innted speakers knew their
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community and school s interest in teaching students about their surrounding were proud
to transfer their knowledge because they can teach students to have a sense of forest
conservation, this process could create more community speakers. and 3) Villagers,
especially the parents could learn about the community of forest through their children and
they were related closer to the school. For the school, 1) Students knew and related
themselves more to their local community and environment. 2) The teacher who used the
curriculum had a better understanding and attitude toward a local curriculum. Also the
teacher learned how to construct curriculum plan and integrate activities and discover new
learning sources in community. and 3) Administrator understood the importance of navire
community participate in education management and has also seen the role and need of the
community participation.

For students whom the curriculum was tried on the students were found to have

better knowledge and awareness of the importance of forests and community.
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
