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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate the effects of listening skill practice
techniques (LSPT)and informative feedbacks (IF) on listening ability of prathomsuksa six
students and the interaction between LSPT and IF. There were 2 types of LSPT : listening and
summarizing and listening and answering questions ; and 2 types of IF :scoring and informative
teedback and scoring only. The subjects were 120 bilingual prathomsuksa six students in the
first semester of 2003 under The Pattani Office of Education Region 1 . The subjects were
randomly assigned into four experimental groups. The apparatuses composed of 1) the handbook
of listening skill practice 2) two sheets of paper for summarization 3) two sheets of paper for
answering questions 4) tape cassette recorders for listening skill practice and for the testing of
listening ability and 5) listening ability test with 0.768 reliability confficient.

Ten treatment periods were manipulated for each group for ten days. The listening ability
test was administrated after the experimentation. The design used in the experiment was the
Posttest-only Experiment in Factorial Design. The scores obtained were analyzed through 2 x2
completely randomized factorial fixed model (LSPT x IF).

The results were as follows:

1. There was no significant difference between listening skill practice techniques :
summarizing VS answering questions.

2. There was no significant difference between informative feedbacks: scoring and

informative feedback VS scoring only,

3. There was no interaction between listening skill practice techniques an informative

feedbacks.



This study was hopeful to yicld beneficial result for the elementary teachers, especially
bilingual students in selecting suitabie listening skill practice techniquas for their pupils and

bdtween two types which were found in this study to be equally effective and efficicnt.
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
