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. Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate
the relationships between reading speed and reading
comprehension of Mathayomsuksa IV students with different
sexes, study programs and achievement motives.

The samples were 149 Mathayomsuksa IV students
attending science and language programs in Islamic
private schools in Pattani in the academic year of 1993.
The research instruments were academic achievement tests
of speed reading and reading ccmprehension and
a questionnaire inquiring about achievement motive. The
statistical procedures employed for analyzing data were
the number of words per minute reading, percentage,
Pearson’s moment product correlation, t-test, z-test,

and point-biserial correlation.

The finding were as follows :

1. The students had a reading speed at the rate
of 187 words a minute and had 53 % of reading
comprehension. Male and female students had reading speed

at the rate 153 and 216 words a minute, and had 50 % and
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57 % of readins comprehension respectively. Compared to
diffferent study programs, the students attending science
program and language program had reading speed at the

rate of 208_gpd 180 words . a minute respectively, while
the former had 62 % of reading comprehension, the latter
had only 51 %. Moreover, the students with higher
achievement motive had reading speed and reading
_comprehension at 192 wards a minute and 55 % respectively.
The students with lower achievement motive, however,
showed only 180 words per minute and 52 % respectively.

2. There was a significant relationship between
reading speed and reading comprehension of ﬁathayomsuksa
Four students at .001 level.

3. The correlation coefficients between reading
speed and reading comprehension of male and female
students, science and language program étudents, higher
and lower achievement motive students were not
significantly different.

4. There was a significant relationship between
sexes in reading speed and reading comprehension at .001
level.

5. There was no significant relationship between
study programs and reading speed but there was a
significant relationship between study programs and
reading comprehension at .001 level.

6. There was no significant relationship between
achievement. motives and reading speed and reading

comprehension.
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
