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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to investigate the interaction effects
between lesson plan and language proficiency and main effect of these two
variables on creative thinking. Lesson plan types included open question in story
telling basing upon pictures and traditional teaching plans, while language
proficiencey comprised low and high levels. Subjects were thirty young children
from Wat Pabornbon and Wat Paborntam kindergarten schools sampled in the
second semester of the 1995 academic year. The subjects with low and high
language proficiency were randomly assigned two experimental groups. Each of
the four experimental groups comprised 15 subjects. Each type of the lesson plans
was randomly assigned to each experimental group of the subjects. The research
instruments were consisted of 18 lesson plans with open question in story telling
basing upon pictures, 18 traditional teaching lesson plans, a 30-item language
proficiency test, and 6 sets of 60-item creative thinking tests. Four experimental
groups were assigned under the conditions of lesson type for six consecutive weeks,

(three 20-minute sessions/week). All subjects were immediately asked to take a

creative thinking test. Obtained data were analyzed by GRB-2 analysis of variance
of a fixed model.
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The results of this research were as follows :

1. There was no interaction between lesson plan types and language
proficiency.

2. The children, treated with open question in story telling basing upon
pictures, scored higher on the creative thinking test than those treated with a
traditional teaching lesson plan.

3. The children with high language proficiency scored higher on the

creative thinking test than those with low language proficiency.
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
