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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to explore effects of note-taking strategics through mind-
mapping and summarizing on Thai reading achicvement of Mathayomsuksa Two students with
different mother tongues and to examine interaction cffects between note-taking strategics and
mother tongues. Two types of note-taking strategics were examined: note-taking through mind-
mapping and summarizing. Also, two mother tongucs were investigated: Malay and Thai.

The sample was 120 Mathayomsuksa Two students at Kanarasadornbumrung School,
Muang District, Yala Province, in the second semester of the 2002 academic year. They were
assigned into four groups with thirty students each. The study tools included: (1) a handout of
note-taking, (2) a handout of mind-mapping, (3) a handout of expressing opinions, (4) a handout
of narrating, (5) a handout of speaking in a meeting, (6} a handout of listening for main ideas, (7)
note-taking paper, and (8) a 30-item achievement test on Thai with its reliability of .84. Two
sample groups were taught with a lesson plan of note-taking strategics through mind-mapping and
before the experiment they were practiced with a lesson plan of the same noic-taking strategies.
Then, the groups were cxperimented with threc note-taking strategy lesson plans. The other two
groups were taught with a lesson plan of note-taking strategies through summarizing and before
the experiment they were practiced with a lesson plan of the same note-taking stralcgics. Then,
the groups were experimented with three note-taking strategy lesson plans. After the expenment,
all groups were tested with the reading achicvement test. The data were analyzed through the
variance analysis of Randomized Block Design.

The study fielded the following results:

1. The students with note-taking strategies through mind-mapping showed a higher levcl
of the reading achicvement than those with note-taking strategies through summarizing at the
significant level of .01
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2. The students with Thai as the mother tongue showed a higher level of the rcading
achievement than those with Malay as the mother tongue at the significant level of .01

3. There was no interaction effect between note-taking strategies and mother longues.
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
