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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to investigate summarization and question-
generation reading strategies training. The inv.esrigation was carried out on the students
with two levels of English learning achievement, three types of reading strategy
training, and the interaction between both variables. The English learning achievement
included low and high learning achievement, while the reading strategy trainings
encompassed summarization, question-generation, and traditional reading strategies.

Ninty-six students from Klongthomratrangsun School was sampled from
maitavomsuksa I level during the Z’r"i semester of 1995 academic year. These students
were randomly assigned into six groups. Each group consisted sixteen students.

This research was done by using six instruments which were as follows : (1)
thirty items English reading comprehension test, (2) six lesson plans of summarization
reading strategy training, (3) six lesson plans of question - generation reading strategy
training, (4) six lesson plans of traditional reading teaching, (5) two passages for
training of reading strategies application, and (6) two checklists.

A pretest of English reading comprehension was administered to the students
seven days before the experiment which each experimental group was trained in : (1)
fifty minute / day sessions on reading strategy training for six consecutive days, and
(2) thirty minute / day sessions on reading strategy application for two consecutive
days, These trainings were then followed by testing the students using checklist in

reading strategy training groups. (5)



After the completion of the experiments, the English reading comprehension
test was given to the students, in sixty - minute sessions. The results obtained were
then analyzed using an Analysis of Variance (ANOVA) 3x2 Fixed Model (Reading

strategies training X English learning achievement)

The results of the experiment were as follows :

1. The students were trained summarization reading strategy scored higher
on English reading comprehension than the students were trained question - generation
reading strategy at .01 level of significance and the students were trained question -
generation reading strategy scored higher on English reading comprehension than the
students were taught traditional reading at .05 level of significance.

2. The students with high English learning achievement scored higher on
English reading comprehension than those with low English learning achievement at .05
level of significance.

3. There was no interaction between reading strategy training and English

learning achievement.
