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Abstract

This research was intended to investigate the effects of reading activities
and informative feedback on reading comprehension of Mathayomsuksa One
students. It also examined the interaction effects between reading activities and
informative feedback. Reading activities consisted of three questioning types :
teacher questioning, self-questioning, and reciprocal questioning, Information
feedback were of two types: teacher feedback and peer feedback. The samples for
this study comprised 180 Mathayomsuksa One students in the first semester of the
academic year 1998 in Satree Phatthalung Secondary School. The samples were
randomly assigned into 6 equal groups of treatment, 30 students in each. The
rescarch instruments for data collection were composed of (1) a manual for reading
and questioning, (2) 3 pieces of reading text for reading exercises and exercise
feedback, (3) 3 pieces of reading text for experimentation test, (4) 2 sets of reading
and questioning checklists, and (5) a 30-item, multiple choice test of reading
comprehension. Befor the experiment, reading exercises with reading activities and
exercise checking were administered to the samples in three 50-minute sessions on
3 consecutive days. The next day following the reading exercises the same
procedures were applied to the experiment on the samples. On the seventh day, the
test of reading comprehension was administered with the samples, The scores

obtained were analyzed using 3x2 completely randomized factorial design. (reading

The research results were as follows :

1. There was no significant difference in reading comprehension
among the students treated with teacher questioning, self-questioning and
reciprocal questioning.

2. There was a significant difference in reading comprehension among
the students treated with informative feedback by teacher and by peers at .05 level.
That is, the students treated with peer feedback showed higher reading
comprehension than those treated with teacﬁer feedback.

3. There were no interaction effects among reading activities and

feeedback.
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
