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Abstract

This research is intended to investigate the school administors’
level of supervision of academic affairs. The investigation is based on the
perception of the teachers in the school under the Office of Yala Provincial
Primary Fducation. Eight areas of academic affairs included in this study
are curriculum and its implementation, leaming and instruction, preparation
of educational equipment and teaching aids, measurement and cvuluari-:lm,
library affairs management, insfrux;tion promotion, project planning and
implementation, and academic fraining conference. The population of the
study consists of 301 teachers. In collecting the data, a two-part -
questionnaire designed by the researcher is used. Part I of the questionnaire
deals with the respondents' background information while Part Il concems
the school administrators’ supervision of academic affairs. Percentage,
arithmetic mean, standard du.viu.rinnﬁ t .test, F-test as well as muluple

comparisons are used in data analysis.

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The research findings are as follows :

1. As perceived by the teachers in the schools under the Office
of Yala Provincial Primary Education, the school administrator’ supervision
of academic affairs is found to be a moderate level.

2 The teachers of different sexes do not differ in their perception
of the school administrators’ supervision of academic affairs.

3. The teachers with different educational attainments dﬁ not
differ in their perception of the school administrators supervision of
academic affairs.

4. The teachers with different work experiences do not differ
in their perception of the school administrators’ supervision of academic
affairs.

5. The teachers working in schools of different sizes differ in
their perception of the school administrators' supervision of academic
affairs. The significant difference is at the level of 0.05. The school
administrators’ supervision of academic affairs is perceived as better by
the teachers in small-sized schools than by those in medium-sized schools.

The crucial problems pertaining to the school administrators'
supervision of academic affairs include the school's lack of personngl
capable of giving consults on management of the teaching and leaming
of each group of subjects, incapability to design or adjust the curriculum
to suit the community needs, and lack of budget to get the educational

equipment supplied. Besides, the teachers also lack knowledge or
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expertise in new kinds of technology and innovations and thus cannot
appropriately apply them to their teaching. The respondents have

suggested that the Office of Primary Education in the Changwat/Amphoe/
King-Amphoe should organize, once a year, a seminar and/or a conference
for teachers of certain groups of subjects, and that the curriculum should

be revised so that it would comply with the local values and tradition and
suit the community needs. Morcover, it has been suggested that the school
should set a definite plan requesting the budget appropriated to the provision
of the educational equipment, and that the teachers should be strongly
encouraged to apply new kinds of technology and innovations to their

teaching.
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
