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Abstract

This Research was intended to investigate the satisfaction levels of teachers and
students toward educational reform agriculture for life in the Agncultural and Technology
Colleges, Southemn Region, to compare them as well as to gather mformation on problems
and suggestions for improvement of such a program. The sample for this study conssted
of 627 teacher and students in the agricultural and T echnology Colleges, Southern Regon
in the academic year 1997. The 5 Point rating scale questionnaire was useed for data
collection. The questionnaire comprised three part ; part one general information of the
respondents, part two questionnaire on job satisfaction toward educational reform
agnculture for life, and part three open-ended questions concerning problems and
suggestions for improvement of such a program. Data were analyzed using percentage,
using percentage, anthmetic mean, standard deviation, and t-test,

The research findings were summarized as follows :

L. The overall satisfaction levels among the samples under the study toward
educational reform agriculture for life were at a moderat level

2. 'The overall and individual aspects of satisfaction levels among the samples
under the study toward educational reform agriculture for life were satistically significant
at .01 level. Thal is, the satisfaction levels in all aspects among students were greater than
that of the teachers.

3. The overall satisfaction levels between the teachers who were house masters

and those who were not, were satistically significant at .01 level, That is, the satisfaction
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levels among the teachers who were house masters were greater than that of those who
were not.

4. The overall satisfaction levels between the students of the vocational Educational
Certificate I (Por Wor Chor 1) and the students of the Vocational Education Certificate IT
(Por Wor Chor 2) were not statistically significant. However,a significant difference of
satisfaction in the housing accommodation preparation and development and in food
preparation and dining was found at .05 level. That is, the satisfaction levels among the
students at the Vucatilunal Education Certificate II level (Por Wor Chor 2) were greater than
that of the students at the Vocation Education Certificate I level (Por Wor Chor 1),

Promblems and suggeaﬁoﬂs for improvement of education reform Agriculture for
Life perceived by the respondents included the following : There was a lack of readiness in
the housing accommodation preparation and development, and of agricultural programs for
agriculture students. Suggestions for these were that before the beginning of each semester
the educational establishments should very well get ready in terms of the provision of
housing accommodation, of cultivation land, infrastructure system, the management of
water supply and water resources for use in the subsistence agricuture programs. In
addition, all teachers should nurture an awareness of conscience, code of conduct and

ethics in their students so that the students would become well-disciplined and responsible
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
