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ABSTRACT

This research was intended (i) to investigate
leadership stvles of primary school administrators under
the Office of Provincial Primary Education in Changwat
Narathiwat, (ii) to study the relations between the
leadership styles of the primary school administrators
and the quality outcomes of Pratom Suksa Six students,
and (iii) to study the relations between leadership styles
of the primary school administrators and the subjects’
variables of age, educational attainment, work experience,
and school size.

The samples under study were 174 primary school
administrators under the Office of Provincial Primary
Education in Changwat Narathiwat. In the data collection,
the instrument was a gquestionnaire comprising two parts:
Part One was a checklist on the respondents’ background

information and Part Two was a rating-scale questionnaire

on leadership styles of primary school administrators.

In the data analysis, these statistical procedures were
employed for the value of percentage, arithmetic mean, and
a Chi-squ@re test {Zﬁ—test}. |

The findings were as follows:

1. Among all 9 leadership stvles rated by the
subjects under study, only 4 leadership styles were
considered of some importance, namely leadership style
numbers 5, 6, 8, and 9. The renumeration of the leadership-
styvle rating by the subjects was as follows: For Style
Number 9: a maximum concern for both people and production
was rated as high as 72.40 per cent whereas Style Number 8:

a maximum concern for people but a moderate concern for
production being at 14.90 per cent. Style Number 5: a
moderate concern for both people and production being at

7.50 per cent. Style Number 6: a moderate concern for

people but a maximum concern for production being at 5.20

per cent. For the remaining 5 leadership styles, namely Style
Numbers 1-4 and 7 (i.e., Styvle #1: a minimum concern for both
people and production; Style #2: a minimum concern for people
but a moderate concern for production; Style #3: a minimum
concern for people but a maximum concern for production;
Style #4: a moderate concern for people but a minimum concern
for production; and Style #7: a maximum concern for people
but a minimum concern for production), none of which were
selected as acceptable in the rating. From this renumeration,
it could be concluded that Style Number 9: a maximum concern

for both people and production was rated exceptionally
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important by the primary échool administrators in Changwat
Narathiwat.

2. The leadership styles of the primary school
administrators were not significantly related to the
quality outcomes of Pratom suksa VI students in Changwat
Narathiwat.

3. The leadership styles of the primary school
administrators were not significantly related to the
subjects’ status of age, educational attainment, work

experience, and school size.
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
