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Abstract

The research was intended (1) to investigate the nature of
the task performance according to the planning process constituting
pre-planning, planning, plan implementation, and follow-up and
evaluation of planning as perceived by school administrators and
teachers in primary schools under the Office of Provincial Primary
Education in Changwat Pattani, (2) to compare the perceptions of
the task performance according to all four phases of the planning
process as perceived by school administrators and teachers with
different work experiences and school sizes under which the subjects
had worked, and (3) to gather existing issues and problems on
planning process as well as suggestions for the future improvement
of planning process. The samples under study were 134 admiq@stratars
and 352 school teachers in primary schools under the Office of
Provincial Primary Education, Changwat Pattani. Thé instrument
for the data collection was a questionnaire comprising three
paArts: part ona wés a guestionnaire on the respondents' background

information; part two consisted of a rating-scale check-list on

various phases of the planning process in primary school, and
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part three dealt with an open-ended questionnaire on issues,
problems of and suggestions for planning process in primary
schools, In the data analysis, some basic statistical procedures
were employed for the value of percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, a t-test and an P-test.

Findings were as follows :

1. The natura of the task performance according to the
planning p?ncass in primary schools of the school administrators
as parcaived by school administrators and teachers was overall
at a medium level. Upon considering individual phases of the
planning process, phases of pre-planning, planning, and plan
implementation were viewed by school administrators as being at a
high level whereas those phases of follow-up and evaluation were
viewad as being at a medium level. For school teachers' views
of the task performance of the planning process, phases of pre-
planning, plan implementation, follow-up and evaluation were
perceived as being at a medium level whereas the planning phase
was perceived as being at a high level.

2., A statistigal difference between perceptions of the
task performance according to all four phases of the planning
process in primary schools by school administrators and teachers
was found at the .01 level of significance.

3. There was no statistical difference (p >.05) between

perceptions of the task performance acceording to the blanning

process in primary schools as viewed by administrators with
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different work experiences and sizes of schools under which they
worked.

4. There was no statistical difference (p >,05) between
perceptions of the task performance according to the planning
process in primary school as viewad by teachers with different
work experiences and size of schools under which they worked,

Furthermore, comments made as being issues and problems
of the administratﬂra' task performance according to the planning
process in primary schools were the following: primary school
administrators did not take the school planning as being impor-
tant; there was a lack of ﬁndarstanding in the school planning
among school administrators as well as teachers; no concrete
statistics on the matter was readily available for such planning;
there was a severe lack of funding to support such a planning
process, and there was a lack of cooperations in the planning
process among primary schools of the same academic clusters,

In order to solve these problems, it was suggested by the school
administrators and teachers that there should be seminars and
workshops on planning processes; there should bhe a continuous
gathering of the relevant data and information concerning th%
schools; and periodical evaluation of the task performance accord-

ing to tha school plans and programs.
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
