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ABSTRACT

This study was primarily intended: (1) to investigate the
extent of academic outcomes of secondary school administrators in
Changwat Nakorn Si Thammarat as viewed by secondary school
instructors; (2) to compare the academic outcomes of secondary school
administrators as viewed by teachers in Amphoe secondary schools
and Tambon secondary schools; (3) to compare the academic outcomes
of secondary school administrators as viewed by teachers in secondary
schools of different sizes; (4) to compare the academic outcomes
of secondary school administrators as viewed by teachers with
different working eXperiences; and (5) to compare the academic
outcomes of secondary school administrators as viewed by teachers
with different educational attainment.

The samples were 341 teachers in Changwat Nakorn Si Thammarat
secondary schools. For the data collection, the instrument constructed
by the researcher was a questionnaire comprising two parts; part
one dealt with general background information of the subjects; part
two consisted of a 54-item, rating-scale questionnaire concerning

six aspects of academic tasks: (i) academic planning, (ii) academic
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administration, (iii) academic development and enhancement, (iv)
instructional management, (v) instructional measurement and
evaluation and student records, and (vi) academic evaluation.
Attached to each task question in the second part of the question-
naire was an open-ended guestion on academic issues and problems
and suggestions for possible academic remediation. The data
collected were analyzed of statistical procedures of percentage,
arithmetic mean, standard deviation, a t-test, and an F-test.

The findings were as the following

1. The secondary school administrators' academic outcomes
as viewed by the teachers were at a moderate level (X = 3.11).

2. There was no significant difference in the teachers'
views of the overall academic outcomes of the administrators.
However, there was a statistical difference in the teachers' views
of the administrators' academic task of learning measurement and
evaluation and student records, at .05 level of significance. 1In
other words, the teachers in the Amphoe secondary schools viewed
the administrators' academic task higher than their counterparts
in the Tambon secondary schools.

3. There was no statistical difference in the views of the
administrators' academic tasks among the teachers of different
school sizes and different working experiences.

4, There was no significant difference in the overall
academic outcomes of the administrators as viewed by the teachers

with different educational attainments. However, there was a
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statistical difference in the teachers' views of the administrators'
academic task of instructional management at .05 level of significance.
In other words, the teachers with a Bachelor's degree and equivalent
viewed the administrators' academic outcomes higher than those

with a Master's degree and higher.
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
