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Abstract

This research was intended 1) to study the factors affecting the effectiveness
of private elementary schools: the administrators' characteristics and administrative
behavior, the teachers' characteristics, job satisfaction and teaching quality, the
students' learning behavior and their parents’ support, and the schools' environment and
management, 2) to investigate the effectiveness of the private elementary schools, 3) to
investigate the relationship between each factor and the schools' effectiveness, and 4) to
search for the factors which were the best predictors of the private elementary schools’
effectiveness. The subjects were 296 teachers from private elementary schools in
Educational Region 2. A rating-scale questionnaire was used as a research instrument
to collect data about the factors and schools' effectiveness. The reliability index of the
questionnaire about the factors was ranged from .88 to .97, and that about schools’
effectiveness was .92. The analysis of data were arithmetic means, standard deviations,
Pearson's correlation coefficients, and a multiple regression analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. The factors concerning the administrators' characteristics and
administrative behavior, the teachers' characteristics, job satisfaction and teaching
quality, the students' learning behavior and their parents' support, as well as the schools’
environment and management were all in the high level.

2. The level of effectiveness of the private elementary schools in

Educational Region 2 was overall high.
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1. The factors related positively high to the schools' effectiveness at the
01 level of significance were the administrators' characteristics and administrative
behavior, the teacﬁers‘ characteristics, job satisfaction and teaching quality, the
students' learning behavior and their parents’ support, as well as the schools'
environment. But the schools' management factor was related positively at a very high
level to the effectiveness at .01.

2. In order to formulate a regression equation, the following factors--the
administrators' characteristics and administrative behavior, the teachers' characteristics,
job satisfaction and teaching quality, the students' learning behavior and their parents’
support, as well as the schools' management--were the best predictors of 85 % of the
schools' effectiveness, as in the regression equation:
