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ABSTRACT

This research was basically intended to investigate the performance
levels of educational planning process of District Primary Education Office in
Educational Region IT in terms of 5 stages of educational planning process :
identifying goals, searching for opportunities and considering obstacles,
translating opportunities into available courses of action, selecting best courses
and setting objectives, and reviewing and revizing.

The samples of this study were 185 subjects comprising heads of
district primary education officers, heads of district supervisory officers, district
office staff heads, heads of district finance and equipment section, and heads of
general administration section under the Office of District Primary Education in
Lducational Region 1I. The instrument for data collection consisted of three parts
part one was a checklist on the respondents' background information; part two
was a rating scale questionnaire on the performance in all 5 stages of educational
planning process of District Primary Hducation Offices in Educational Region 11,
and part three was an open-ended question concerning perfornance problems of
education planning process of District ]3'rh':‘lm"§..r Education ‘;“Jfficef as well as

suggestions for improving the educational planning process. Data obtained
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were analyzed using percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, F-test

and SchelTe"'s method for ad hoc multiple comparison.

The results indicated that :
I. The overall performance levels of educational planning process of District
Primary Fducation Offices were at a moderate level.
2. The heads of district primary education officers, heads of district superv isory
officers, district office stafl heads, heads of district Tinance and equipment
section, and heads of general administration section performed all 5 stages of
educational planning process (cg., identifying goals, searching for opporfunities
and considering obstacles, translating opportunities into available courses of
action, selecting best courses and setting Ubjﬂ!ﬁ‘l.fezi, and reviewing and revising)
differently at. 01 level.
3. There was no sipnificant difference in all 5 stages of educational planning
praocess between the heads of district primary education officers, heads of
district supervisory officers, district office staff heads, heads of district finance
and equipment section, and heads of general administration sect ion of District
Primary Education Office in Pattani, Yala, Narathiwat and Satun.

Following were the educational planning process problems identified
by the respondents @ there was a lack of the relevant documents conceming
goals of the higher office units, of information and unsystematic storage of
information in the Office of District Primar:l,f Education with all necessary and
relevant documents conceming goals and functions of vur.iuu.-: office units and
the Office of District Primary Education should be in turn provided with a

computer hardware for data storage and information management.
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
