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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to make an inquiry into the fact
of the desirable characteristics of Kindergarten School Administrators
(KSA) as perceived by public kindergarten school teachers, 2) to rank

the order of their important desirable characteristics, and 3) to
compare the opinion of the teachers by sex, work experience, educational
* qualification and working region respectively.

The sampling subjects taken for this research were 357 kindergarten
school teachers under the Office of the National Primary Education
Commission. The data were collected by means of ciuestionnaires divided
into two parts. Part one consisted of a check-list used the general

S~ informat.ion on the population studied. Part two consisted of

a questionnaire with rating scales used to search out the desirable
characteristics based on personality, morality, leadership, human
relations, knowledge and capacity, work competence, and personal and
family backéround.

Z The data were analyzed by using percentage, arithmetic mean,

' standard dev.iat.ion, Factor Analysis, and F-test.
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The research findings were as follows.
’ 1. The opinion of teachers with regard to all t.he desirable
. characteristics of KSA were found at the high level.
v 2. The first three desirable characteristics of the KSA were in
the descending order, that is; the morality stood out firsts the
- leadership second and the work competence third respectively.

3. By way of comparison of sex, teachers’ opinions were dif ferenf.
with statistical significance at a .05 level. However, there was no
statistical difference at a .05 level between the teachers of different

work experience, education quaiif ication and working regions.
