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Abstract

The research was intended to investigate the academic per-
formance of the primary school principals under the Office of
Provincial Primary Education in Changwat Narathiwat as perceived
by principals and teachers in order to rank the order of, compare
and correlate their academic performance in terms of different
work experiences and school sizes under which the subjects had
worked. The samples were 217 principals and 636 teachers in
primary schools under the Office of Frovincial Primary Education,
Changwat Marathiwat. The instrument for the data cellection was
a 45-item, rating-scale questicnnaire. In the data analysis, the
Statistical Package for the Social Sciences {5P55) was employed for
the statistical wvalue of percentags, arithmetic mean, standard *
deviation, and a t-test. A Multiple Correlation value was also
calculated to correlate the academic performance and the subjects'
work experiences and fchncl sizes

The research findings were as follows :

1. Academic performance of the school principals was overall

at a medium level, ranking in a hierarchical order as follows :

instruction, measurement and evaluation, policy and planning,
curriculum and curricular implementation, library seruices,.
instructional supplementation, supervision, supplies and
instructiconal media, and technical seminar and workshop.

2. There was no significant differencea (p» .05) batwaen
academic performance of primary school principals as perceived
by both school principals and teachers with different work
experiences and school sizes.

3. There was no correlation between school principals’
academic performance and work experiences and school sizes as

perceived by principals and teachers.
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
