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Abstract

This research was intended (1) to investigate the level of administrative ability
and academic performance of the municipality school administrators in Educational
Region 2, (2) to compare the administrative ability level of the administrators from
schools of different sizes and municipality affiliations, 3) to compare the academic
performance level of the administrators from schools of different sizes and municipality
affiliations, 4) to investigate the relationship between their administrative ability and
academic performance. The subjects of the study were 273 teachers from municipality
schools in Educational Region 2. The research instrument was a questionnaire consisting
of 3 parts: Part 1 about the respondents' personal information, Part 2 about the school
administrators' administrative ability of which the reliability was .9612 and Part 3 about
the administrators' academic performance of which the reliability was .9728. The data
analysis was based on percentages, arithmetic means, standard deviations, the F-test,
Scheffé method of multiple comparisons and Pearson Product Moment Correlation. The
findings were as follows:

1. The administrators' administrative ability level perceived by the teachers
was overall high. When considering each aspect, their ability in planning and
implementation was high while that in inspection and improvement was moderate.

2. Their academic performance perceived was overall moderate. In each
aspect, they performed highly in curriculum and implementation, as well as in

instructional activities, but moderately in instructional media and evaluation.



3. The basic education administrative ability of the administrators from
schools of different sizes was significantly different overall at .01. Considering each
aspect, they were different in planning and implementation at .01. Those from large
schools had higher administrative ability than those from medium or small schools. As for
inspection, they were significantly different at .05. Those from large schools were higher
able to administer than those from medium schools.

4. The basic education administrative ability of the administrators from
schools affiliated to different municipalities was significantly different overall at .01. In all
four aspects, they were different significantly at .01. Those from city municipality schools
possessed higher administrative ability than those from sub-district and town
municipality schools did.

5. The administrators working in schools of different sizes were not different
in their academic performance concerning curriculum and implementation, instructional
activities, instructional media and evaluation, both overall and in each aspect.

6. Those working in schools affiliated to different municipalities were different
significantly at .01 in overall academic performance. When considering each aspect of
academic performance, they were significantly different at .01 in all four aspects. Those
from schools affiliated to city municipalities had higher academic performance than
those from schools affiliated to town or sub-district municipalities.

7. The administrative ability of the municipality school administrators in
Educational Region 2 was positively related at .01 to their academic performance at
a very high level. For each aspect, it was found that their ability in planning and
implementation was related to each aspect of academic performance at .01 and the
relationship was rather high. The inspection and improvement aspects were also
significantly related to each aspect of academic performance at .01; and those related to

curriculum and implementation were very high.
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
