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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were l) to investigate the
nature and level of the administrative problems of the B.E. 25130
Vocational Certificate Curriculum in the Vocational Colleges in
the South of Thailand, 2) to compare the administrators' and
instructors' views towards the administrative problems of the
Curriculum, 3) to compare the administrators' views towards
administrative problems of the Curriculum in terms of their personal
data : sex, job position, administrative experience, level of
education, and areas of training, 4) to compare the instructors!
views towards tha administrative problems of the Curriculum in .terms
af theirlpcrscnal data : sex, faculties, instructional experience,
lavel of education, and areas of training, and 5) tec collect
recommendations in sclving the existing administrative problems

The sampling subjects were 52 administrators, and 116

instructors in the 5 Southern Vocational Colleges.. The instrument
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was a guestionnaire subdivided into three parts : 1) perscnal data
of the subjects; 2) 48 rating-scale guestions concerning 10 areas
of administrative problems of the Curriculum: (i) the planning and
public relations of the curriculum implementation, {(ii) the prepa-
ration of tha instructers, {(iii)} the study and practical training
program, (iv) the teaching and learning scheduling, (v) the teaching
load, (vi) the supervision and follow-up of the curriculum imple-
mentation, (vii) the instructional media service, (viii) the mana-
gamant of buildings and facilitie=z for instruction, (ix) the
evaluation of students' learning, and (x) the allocation eof budget:;
3) open-ended guesticns asking for comments and suggestions about
administrative problems of the Vocational Certificate Curriculum
from the responding subjects.

In the data analysis, the feollowing statistical procedures
were employed : percentage, mean, and standard deviation:; and a
t-test, an F-test and Scheffe method of post hoc maltiple comparison.

Tha major findings cf the study wera as follows:

l. Both the administrators and instruct%:a viewed the
problems in the administration of the Curriculum at a medium level
(X = 3.2639). ' ‘

2, Tha instructérs viewed the administrative problams of
the Curriculum higher than the administrators (p ¢ .0l}).

3. There was no statistical difference (p < .05) in viewing
the administrative pr;blams of the curriculum among the "administra-
tors of different =ex, position, administrative experience, lavel

of education and areas of training.
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4. There was no statistical difference (p¢ .05) in viewing
the administrative problems of the Curriculum among the instructors
of differant sex, teaching experience and level of education.

5. There were two statistical differences (p < .0l) in viewing
the administrative problems of the curriculum:

- the instructors in the Faculty of Business Administration
viewed the administrative problems of the curriculum higher than
those in the Faculties of Home Economics and General Foundations
at the .05 and .01 levels respectively.

- the instructors whose area was of vocational training
viewed the administrative probleams of thea Curriculum higher than

those whosa area was of general academic training.
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
