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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study a three-step problems in thesis conducting of
graduate students, Faculty of Education, Prince of Songkla University : planning to conduct thesis,
operating thesis, and presenting thesis results, 2) to compare problems in thesis conducting of graduate
students classified by major, marital status, research conducting experience, working experience, and
organization’s characteristic, and 3) to gather suggestions in conducting thesis of graduate students.

The sample of this research consisted of 176 students graduated from Faculty of Education,
Prince of Songkla University and their names were listed for Royal Graduation Ceremony during the
academic years of 1993-1998. The instrument used in this research was a questionnaire, and statistics
used for analyzing data were frequency, percentage, means, standard deviation, t-test, and one-way
ANOVA.

The research results were as follows:

1. Problems in overall in all stages in thesis conducting of graduate students, Faculty
of Education, Prince of Songkla University : planning to conduct thesis, operating thesis, and presenting
thesis results were found at a rather low level.

2. In comparing problems in thesis conducting of graduate students, Faculty of Education,
Prince of Songkla University classified by the variables of major, marital status, research conducting
experience, working experience, and organization’s characteristic, there was no
difference between in each step and in overall.

3. Three suggestions in conducting thesis were: 1) at the stage of thesis conducting
preparation, a researcher should choose his advisor and co-advisors by himself in order to promote
right understanding between the researcher and advisory committees, 2) at the stage of operating
thesis, the researcher should coordinate with an expert and a sample ‘group in order to promote
right understanding in a research instrument, and 3) at the stage of presenting research results, the
researcher should type his thesis by himself in order to reduce any occurring problem. In addition, he

should set a clear goal and time for operating thesis in order to finish his thesis on time.
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
