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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to* investigate the educational quality of Islamic
Private Schools .in the three Southern Border Provinces according to quality standard of the
Office of Private Education Commission classified by type of schools in Islamic Private
Schools Act 15(1) and Act 15(2) of Thai legal code, classified by subsidies received for each
student , classified by Islamic Private Schools Act 15(2)’s location of each province as well as
gathering problems and recommendations on handling the management of Islamic Private Schools
in the three Southern Border Provinces. Also,it was intended to study educational quality of
Islamic Private Schools in 7 factors : 1.0bjective and Philosophy of the school. 2. Curriculum
and teaching and learning process. 3. School staffs. 4. Necessary resources for teaching and
leaming. S. Administration management. 6. Students affairs; and 7. Students educational
outcome. The population studied was 113 Islamic Private Schools in three Southern Border
Provinces ,which offered teaching and learning from lower secondary education for the academic
year 2000 A.D. The data providers were those who were the responsibility person to the
. school quality assurance. The research instrument was checklist , which was multiple choice
questions and open-ended. Its overall validity have an average of 3.5 up and Standard Deviation
(SD) is not more than 1. Data collection was done by sending checklists to the responsibility
person to the school quality assurance, then the researcher gathered them back
personally. The analysis was performed for percentage.

Research findings are as follows

1. The majority of educational quality of Islamic Private Schools Act 15(1) and
Act 15(2) of Thai legal code was in an urgency improve to fairy good level in all

factors of quality.

2. The majority of educational quality of Islamic Private Schools Act 15(1) of Thai
legal code which received subsidies from the Government the 100% was in fairy good to
very good level in all factors of quality, but educational quality of Islamic Private Schools
Act 15(1) of Thai legal code which received subsidies from the Government the 60% and 40%
were in an urgency improve to fairy good levelinall factors of quality.

3. The majority of educational quality of Islamic Private Schools Act 15(2) located
in the provinces of Yala, Pattani and Narathiwat at an urgency improve to fairy good
level in all factors of quality. ;

’ 4. The problems and a summary of recommendations to remedy those problems
in the light of the quality standards set forth by the Office of Private Education
Commission, for Islamic Private Schools in the three Southern Border Provinces can be
outlined by the following : Insufficient adherence to stipulated school objectives and
philosophies. The suggestion to solve this problem is to give both students and staff
personnel the opportunity to participate in activities stipulated by school objectives and
- philosophies. Problems regarding curriculum, teaching and learning process that the design of
curriculum and teaching and learning process are not in line with the school’s objectives and
philosophies as well as the needs of students and the community. As for aspect of personnel, the
number of staff was not adequate for the current work load. The school should solve such
problem by allocating or appointing work appropriately with the personnel’s aptitude and
interest. The budget was insufficient to allow adequate allocation of sources. Problems regarding
administrative management were found to be that most administrators had a shortage of
administrative skills. Problems relating to students affairs were found to be that the schools
inability to keep students behavior in line with related school policy. The school should solve
such problem by providing opportunities for teachers, students and guardians to participate in
developing students behavior. Finally regarding students educational standards can be identified by
the fact that educational level was not on par with the students set forth by the school. To solve

these problems, teachers should increase efficiently methods of teaching and learning process.
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
