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Abstract

This research aimed to study the leve!ls of instructional problems in physical education of
schools for fundamental education extending opportunity at the National Primary Education
Commission in three southern border provinces and to compare these problems according to three
variables: positions, degrees in physical education, and teaching experience,

The subjects of this research were 90 physical education instructors and 103 school academic
supervisors at the schools for fundamental education extending opportunity at the National Primary
Education Commission in three southern border provinces. The research instruments were
questionnaires of two parts: a survey questionnaire of the respondents’ personal status and a
rating-scale questionnaire concerning the instructional problems in physical education. Percentages,
arithmetic means, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test were used to analyze the data.

The findings were as follows:

1. Overall, the instructional problems in physical education of schools for fundamental
education extending opportunity at the National Primary Education Commission in three southern
border provinces differed according to variables:

1.1 by position, the problems were at moderate level

1.2 by degrees in physical education, the problems were at moderate level

1.3 by teaching experience, the problems ranged from low to high levels. The instructors
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with 1 — 5 years of teaching experience had overall problems at a high level. Those with 6 — 10 years
of experience had such at a moderate level. Those with 11 — 15 years of experience had such at a low
levélf"Those with experience of over 16 years had such at a moderate level.

2. Overall, the opinions of the academic supervisors and the physical education instructors
concerning the instructional problems in physical education at such schools differed at statistically
significant level of .01.

3. Overall, the instructional problems in physical education at such schools of the
instructors with degrees in physical education were not different from those of the instructors without
such degrees.

4. QOverall, the instructional problems in physical education at such schools of the

instructors with different teaching experience differed at statistically significant level of .01.
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
