Abstract

This research was intended to investigate the desirable characteristics of
physical education primary school teachers in Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat
concerning instruction, personality, virtue, human relations, discipline, and
responsibility; and to compare the desirable characteristics as perceived by the
admmnstratms and physical education teachers of these primary schools.

The subjects of the study were 419 administrators and physical education
primary schools teachers in Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat. The research
instrument was a questionnaire consisting of two parts : Part 1 was about the
respondents’ background information and Part 2 was a five-level rating-scale
about the desirable characteristics of physical education primary school teachers
in Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat.

The statistical analysis was performed by percentages, means, standard
deviations, and t-test. The findings were summarized as follows :

1. The desirable characteristics of physical education primary school
teachers in Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat were overall high. The aspects
considered most important by the respondents were virtue and discipline.
Considering each aspect, they perceived these characteristics most important : for
virtue the physical education teachers had to be honest; for discipline they had to
keep official confidentiality; for responsibility they had to devote their time to
their duty; for personality they had to be punctual; for human relations they had
to cooperate with the superiors and colleagues; and for instruction the physical
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education teachers had to be knowledgeable and understand the curriculum,
course contents, and objectives of the courses responsible.

| 2. Comparing the desirable characteristics of physical education
primary school teachers in Changwat Nakhon Si Thammarat as perceived by
administrators and those by physical education teachers, overall there was a
significant difference at .05 of which the administrators’ perception was higher
th;m the physical educa}tion teéchem’ one. When each aspect was considered, it
was significantly different at .01 for personality and at .05 for responsibility, of
which the administrators’ perceptions were higher than the teachers’. However,
they were not significantly different in instruction, virtue, human relations, and
discipline.
