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Abstract

This research was intended to examine the problems of teaching physical education at
primary levels in the manicipality schools under Educational Rrgion IT in seven areas :
curriculum, in-class teaching, teaching aids and eqiupment, students, smdentsﬂparents, school
administrators, and educational supervisors as perceived the physical education teachers as
differentiated by sex and physical education degree. Sample of this study were 35 teachers at
primary levels drawn from the total population of physical education teachers i the
municipality schools under Educational Region II in academic year 1996. The research
instrument was a questionnaire comprising two parts : a general background checklist of the
respondents and rating scale questionnaire on problems of teaching physical education and also
suggestions for improvement. Data were analyzed by using percentage, arithmetic mean and
standard deviation.

The findings were as folllows :

1. The overall problems of teaching physical education at primary levels in the
municipality schools under Educational Region I were at a moderate level, and when each
area of problems was considered individually. it was found that problems in curriculum,
in-class teaching, and students were at a low levels whereas problem in teaching aids and
equipment, students’parents. school administrators, and educational supervisors were as a

moderate levels.
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2. From comparision results of perceptions by the samples as differentiated by sex, it
was found that female teachers of physical education encountered more problems in teaching
physical education than male counterparts in all seven areas.

3. From comparision results of perceptions by the samples as differentiated by
education degree, it was found that teachers with no physical education degree encountered
more problems in teaching physical education than those with physical education degree in all
seven areas.

4. Suggestions for improvement in teaching physical education under study included
the following :

4.1 Regarding problems of curriculum, more than one sesion per week per class of
physical education teaching should be increased and such a curriculum should be improved to
suit the local situations of southern border provinces.

4.2 Regarding problems of in-class teaching, teachers with a physical education
degree should be provided for teaching physical education classes, and at least one teacher with
a physical education degree should be assigned to each school.

43 Regarding problems of teaching aids and equipment, space for physical
exercises and physical education equipment should adequately be provided; in addition, those
schools offering the physical educauon subject and still lacking teaching aids should be
urgently supported by concerned offices and agencies.

4. 4 Regarding problems of students, some physical education equipment should be
provided for needy students.

4.5 Regarding problems of studenis parents, pieces of physical education equipment
should be provided to needy students, so that the financial burdens on their parents could be
relieved.

4.6 For problems of school admistrators, significance of physical education should
be given (o it as equally as to other subjects.

4.7 For problems of educational supervisors, a sufficient number of educational

supervisors in physical education should be provided.
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
