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Abstract

This research is conducted to study literary techniques in creating humour
and lyrics of the Southern Thai Pleng Lukthung as well as humourous lyrics
related to the Southern Thai people’s lifestyles from the songwriters’ perspectives.
The study focuses on 137 Southern Thai Pleng Lukthung in which the Southern
dialect appears in the lyrics and which was recorded and publicized between 1996
and 1997,

Two literary techniques used in creating humour are satire and sarcasm and
unexpected endings. The satirical aspects include 1) dirtiness and hidden diseases
such as ringworm and hemorrhoids 2) embarrassing and funny behavior of
beautiful women in public 3) some Southern Thaj people’s boasts 4) ugly people
5) broken-hearted people 6) domestic violence and non-conforming women in
society 7) drunkards 8) sexual language 9) inaccurate use of the Bangkok Thai
accent when combined with the Southern dialect, The targets of sarcasm include
10) irresponsible politicians 11) dishonest governmental officers 12) ineffective
facilities 13) careless motorcycle riding. Regarding unexpected endings, the
research finds the two techniques employed by the songwriters are the song matter
and puns.

In relation to the Southern Thai people’s lifestyles from the songwriters’
perspectives, the study of humourous contents finds that most songwriters are
from rural areas, are employed in agriculture, and some used to be local artists.

The three areas looked at from the perspectives of songwriters are the typical
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
