Thesis Title Effects of Group Discussion Teaching on Knowledge and
Attitude of the 6" Grade Students toward Sexual Intercourse

Prevention in Adolescence

Abstract

The purpose of this experimental research was to compare the knowledge and
attitude toward sexual intercourse prevention in adolescence among students taught
using different methods. Subjects were 6" grade students in Hatyai Municipality
Schools. Those teaching methods were used: smali - group discussion (5 groups each
of 5-7 students, coded GD 1), small - group discussion (3 groups each of 11-12
students, coded GD 2) and lecture (1 group of 26 students). Data were collected using
demographic data questionnaire and tests of knowledge and attitude toward sexual
intercourse prevention in adolescence. The reliability of the knowledge and attitude tests
were 0.75 and 0.73, respectively. Percentages, means, standard deviations and
one way ANOVA were used. The results showed that:

1. The mean knowledge scores regarding sexual intercourse prevention in
adolescence of subjects in the small - group discussion groups (GD 1 and GD 2) were
not statisticaliy significantty higher than the mean score of the lecture group at the 0.05
level,

2. The mean knowledge score regarding sexual intercourse prevention in
adolescence of subjects in the GD 1 group was not statistically significantly higher than
the mean score in the GD 2 group at the 0.05 level.

3. The mean attitude scores regarding sexual intercourse prevention in
adolescence of subjects in the small - group discussion groups (GD 1 and GD 2) were
not statistically significantly higher than the mean score of the lecture group at the 0.05

level.
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4. The mean attitude score regarding sexual intercourse prevention in
adolescence of subjects in the GD 1 group was not statistically significantly higher than
the mean score in the GD 2 group at the 0.05 level.

The failure to detect any differences among the different teaching methods may
be the results of limitations in the effectiveness of group discussion as a means of

teaching a sensitive subject,
