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Abstract

The study was descriptive research. The major
purpose of this study was to investigate the relationship
between spouse’s support and prenatal attachment of
primigravidas. The samples composed of 100 healthy pregnant
women, 28-40 week gestation who attended antenatal care
clinic at. Maharat Nakhonsitumarat Hospital. The samples
were selected by purposive sampling. The instruments used in
this study were Spouse’s Support Questionaire and Prenatal
Attachment, Questionaire. The reliability of the questionaires -
were 0.87 and 0.90 accordingly. The datas were analysed by
using percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s
Product.—Moment.—Correlation-Coefficient and the Stepwise
multiple regression.

The results of the study revealed that :-

1. Total scores and subscores of spouse’s support
of primigravidas were at the high level.

2. Total scores and subscores of prenatal attachment
of primigravidas were at the high level.
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3. There was a significantly high positive
correlation between spouse’s support. and prenatal attachment
of primigravidas at the-.001 level. (r = .77) The subscores
of the relationship between.spouse’s support and prenatal
attachment. indicated that there were a significantly moderate
positive correlation at the .01 level. (r = .31 - .88). The
relat.ionship between emotional support scores and  the
subscores of prenatal attachment were positive and low
correlation at the .01 level of significance. (r = .24 - .39)

4. Prediction of ©prenatal attachment of
primigravidas by stepwise regression model showed spouse’s
support. could significantly predict prenatal attachment of
primigravidas with 58.68 percent.. Family income was the
second predictor which explained variance to 80.31 percent.

As a result of this study, nurses should encourage
spouse of the pregnant woman to provide support and care for
her. The results of this study were consistant with several
previous studies. The investigator recommended for
utilization of research results in nursing practice. Further
studies were suggested. The relat.ionship between spouse’s
support. and prenatal attachment in nuclear family, in
adolescent. pregnant. women and in high risk pregnant women.
Including comparitive study of the relationship between
spouse’s support and prenatal attachment of primigrévidas in
each trimester. |
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
