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Abstract

This research was intended to develop a model for innovation and educational
technology center of schools in the Church of Christ in Thailand, regarding policy,
objectives, role, service, media conference, training, and seminar, administrative
structure, personnel management, location, media provision, and budget allocation.

The sample was 95 subjects, consisted of audio-visual technicians and
teachers of schools in the Church of Christ in Thailand and 27 experts consited of school
administrators and educational technologists. Eighty-eight and ninety questions in a
five-level rating scale, and 5 open-ended questions were used to collect primary data.
The instrument for data collection constructed by using the delphi technique. The data
collection comprised 3 rounds by mail. The first round consisted of 10 open-ended
questions, using content analysis for constructing a rating scale questionnaire. The
second and third round consisted of 188 quetions in a five-level rating scale. The data
analysis was based on median and interquartile range and the model of the innovation
and educational technology center was synthesized based on the findings.

The developed model for innovation and educational technology center of schools
in the Church of Christ in Thailand had the following characteristics.

1. The policy of the model for innovation and educational technology center was
media production, information service, develo;ping and improving quality of education,
and supporting teachers, in using educational technology.

2. The objectives of the innovation and educational technology center was to be
the center in producing and collecting types of media, managing the borrowing and
returning services, exchanging innovation and educational technology, and developing

human resources.



3. The roles of the innovation and educational technology center was to be
collect updated information, to organize an efficient service system, and to infrom staffs
about current issues of innovation technology.

4 The administrative structure of the innovation and educational technology
center included general administration, teaching media production and maintenance,
educational media service, research and development divisions.

5. The personnel of the innovation and educational technology center included a
director, heads and personnel of divisions in the organizational structure.

6. The service of the innovation and educational technology center was to
produce various types of media, to provide information, to give suggestions about
media producing and usage, to manage meetings trainings and seminars, and to
provide media maintenance service.

7. The innovation and educational technology center should locate in the area of
schools in the Church of Christ in Thailand. The building should be isolated.

8. The innovation and educational technology center should have a printed
materials, audio-visual materials and various types of media equipment.

9. The financial sources of the innovation and educational technology center
should be allocated from the government, the donation of parent-teacher association,

raising funds, mantenance service charge, and the Church of Christ.
