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This thesis is a comparative study of the concept of justice according to
the Holy Quran and al-Hadith on the one hand and John Locke on the other with
regard to government. It is a documentary research. The study focuses on the
definiticns and the aims of justice, human nature, natural human rights, the
origin of society, state power, political crganization and revelutionary rights.

The findings reveal that the concept of justice in the Holy Qur'an and
al-Hadith has explained that justice is a foundaticn of belief in God. Regarding to
human nature; human beings are born free from sin. Morality teaches humans to
love peace and to have virtue. The form of government based on this morality is
the Republic of lslam. To form this government, the people have an election for
choosing their representatives, who in turn select the leader of the country who
has ability and morality. The administrators have to follow God's guidelines for
political pelicy. If the administrators become dictators and persecute or force the
pecple to do what they want, and if they infringe on God's law, then the people
can make political change to get the sovereign power back in order to find a new
niler. Therefore, soversign power belongs to Goa; human beings are His
Iepresentatives who use the power merely to rule society.

John Locke's idea is that justice is based on the consent of people in the
society. Locke begins by considering justice from the level of human nature. In

summary, humar. knowledge comes from learning about the universe. Human

beings are born free of original sin and any fetters. Human beings should live in
harmony with nature peacefully. They help each other because they have moral
rules to protect their natural human rights. However, moral rules have some
deficiencies with regard to the punishment of people who violate them. Locka
proposes a standard law, which is a communal agreement of the people’s
representatives, in order to make people more secure in their natural human
rights. Hence, people have broad political freedom. When the ruler does not follow
the law then the people can call for a revolution to obtain justice.

From the research, it is found that the concept of justice in the Holy
Quran and al-Hadith has some similarities and differences with John Locke's
viewpoint. Some of these similarities are the aim of justice in natural human
nature, state power and political rights and freedoms, equality in law and the
assurance of safety in people’s lives and the security of their property. With
regard to the differences, justice in the Hely Cur'an and al-Hadith is a
fundamental principle of religion that is the foundation of belief in God.
Consequently, a difference of viewpoint arises because of the source of justice in
the society. The Quran and the al-Hadith consider that justice is from God, but
John Locke considers that the people make the rules of law to a corect standard
by a consensus of the majority.

In summary, it is found that thera are differences between the two
points of view. However, these differences are only in some details. Both
viewpoints are based on the understandings of human nature and both are
directed to build a peaceful society.
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
