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Abstract

This study aims to compare the principled views of Buddhadhamma
(The Word of the Buddha) between Ariya-magga 8 (The Noble Eightfold Path)
as prescribed by Ven. Pannananda Bhikkhu's explanations and that of
pragmatism . For a better understanding of such views , this comparative
study employs in its discussion an argument from analogy and joint method of
agreement and difference.

The findings are as follows:

1.The Ariya-magga 8 in Ven. Pannananda Bhikkhu's explanations
consists of Right View (Sammaditthi), Right Thought (Sammasankappa) Right
Speech (Sammavaca) Right Action (Sammakammanta) Right Livelihood
(Samma-ajiva) Right Effort (Sammavayama) Right Mindfulness (Sammasati)
and Right Concentration (Sammasamadhi). This Ariya-magga 8 is the
Buddhist ethics which helps man nurture his own action leading his living life
successfully and smoothly.

2.0n the pragmatic views, it is confirmed that only the practices
cam bring about enlightenment to man and can lead to problem solution in life
for him. In addition’, there are various modes of practice. To be successful,
man can select a choice of practices to suit his own life style.

3.Both views share common modes of successful living for man,
but their views on the modes of practices are quite different. For a Ariya-

magga 8 practioner, he views a mode of practice in the form of Morality (Sila),
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Concentration (Samadhi) and Wisdom (Panna) and principles of p}actice as
continuous ones while a pragmatist views that the practice is done by man
towards his environment based scientific methods and no practice is
necessarily continuous after the practice is completed.

In summary, the practices in views of pragmatism are only one of
the modes of man's living according to the Buddha's teachings (Buddha-

dhamma) as explained by Ven. Panfananda Bhikkhu.
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
