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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to study the predictive validity of learning
achievément in university of the Entrancc Examination of students who received
coaching and those who did not. The study was conducted with 1,389 first year
students in the academic year 2000 at Prince of Songkla University : Hat Yai and
Pattani compuses. The instruments used were a questionnaire and a record of
accumulative average score. The results of the study were that the students who
received coaching had higher accumulative average scores at upper secondary level,
percentile and first year accumulative scores than the students who didn’ t receive
coaching, and the predictive validity of learning achievement of the Entrancc
Examination in Mathematics, Chemistry and Physics of students who received
coaching was higher than the students who didn’t, except in English had no

difference.
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
