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Abstract

This research was intended 1) to compare the coefficients of internal-
consistency reliability of Osgood Attitude Scales towards English with
different response formats and number of intervals, 2) to compare the
coefficients of stability reliability of the aforementioned Osgood Attitude
Scales.

The subjects of the study were students in Mathayom Suksa 3 during
the academic year 1999 from schools under the jurisdiction of the Department
of General Education, Satun Province. They were selected by the multi-stage
random sampling for 855 students. The instruments for data collection were
nine sets of Osgood Attitude Scales towards English with different response
formats and number ol intervals, which were developed by the rescarcher.

The findings were as follows:

1. As for the Osgood Attitude Scales with 3 intervals and the response
lormats were descriptive, numerical and graphic, the coelTicients of internal-
consistency reliability of the Scales with descriptive and numerical response
formats were significantly higher than that with graphic format at .05, For the
Scales with 5 and 7 intervals, the coefficients of internal-consistency reliability
were not different among those with different response formats. -

2. As for the Osgood Attitude Scales with 3, 5 and 7 intervals, those

with 5 and 7 intervals and graphic response format had significantly higher
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coeflicients of internal-consistency reliability than that with 3 intervals at the
.05 level. The Scales with descriptive and numerical response formats and
different number of intervals were not different in their coefficients of internal-
consistency reliability.

3. The coefficients of stability reliability of the Osgood Attitude Scales
towards English with descriptive, numerical and graphic response formats were
not different when the number of intervals was the same, either 3, 5 and 7.

4. The coeflicients of stability reliability of the Osgood Attitude Scales
towards English with 3, 5 and 7 intervals were not different when the response

format was the same, either descriptive, numerical and graphic.
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
