Abstract

This thesis is aimed (1) to compare the alpha coefficient reliability of self-esteem
personalily inventory between unipolar and bipolar scales; (2) to compare the Liou
coellicient rehability (r ) of self-estcem personality inventory between unipolar and bipolar
scales; (3) o compare the alpha coefficient reliability of self-esteem personality inventory
of unipolar scales; (4) to compare the alpha coefficient rehability of self-esteem personality
mventory ol bipolar scales; and (3) W0 compare the convergent validity of self-csteem
personality invantlur}r between unipolar and bipolar scales.

Through a multi-stage sampling method a total of 600 samples were drawn Irom
Matthayomsuksa Three students in secondary schools under the Department of General
Education in Changwat Songkhla. The research instrument for data collection consisted of
sell~esteem personality inventory of unipolar and bipolar scales. Dala were analyzed using
arithmetic mean, standard deviation, alpha coeflicient reliability and Liou coeflicient
reliability, concurrent validity, Pearson product-moment correlation coellicient and Z-test,

The research findings indicated the following :

1. There was no significant difference betweén the alpha and Liou coefficient
reliability of self-esteem personality inventory between unipolar and bipolar scales by
student and parent versions. :

2. The reliability of self-esteem personality inventory of unipolar scale of student
version calculated by the Liou method was significantly higher than that calculated by the

alpha method at .01 level.

3. The reliability of self-esteem personality mventory of unipolar scales of parent
version calculated by the Liou method was significantly higher than that calculated by the
alpha method at .05 level.

4, The reliability of self-estcem personality inventory of bipolar scale of student
version caleulated by the Liou method was significantly higher than that calculated by the
alpha method at (05 level.

5. The rehability of self-esteem personality inventory of bipolar scale of parent
version calculated by the Liou method was significantly higher than that calculated by the
alpha method at .05 level.

6. The convergent validity of self~esteem personality inventory ol unipolar scale

was significantly higher than that of a bipolar scale at .01 level.
