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Abstract

This research was intended 1) to factorize the aspects of teaching
competency in order to develop an evaluation form of teaching competency of
upper secondary school teachers, 2) to compare the teaching competency of
male and female, of schools under jurisdiction of the Department of General
Education and of the Office of the Committee of Private Education, Educational
Region 2, among subjects, and among teaching experiences, and 3) to determine
the norms of the evaluation form of teaching competency .

The subjects of the study were 510 teachers in upper secondary
schools under jurisdiction of the Department of General Education and of the Office
of the Committee of Private Education, Educational Region 2, during the first
semester of 2001. They were then divided into 2 groups. In Group 1, there were 10
teachers selected for the language correction. In Group 2, there were 500
teachers selected by proportional stratified sampling method for factorizing,
determining reliability, testing the hypothesis and determining the norms of the
evaluation form of teaching competency.

The findings were as follow :

1. The evaluation form of teaching competency demonstrated 4 factors.
Factor 1, Knowledge, ability and qualities of being a teacher, comprised of 24

items. Factor 2, Effort in developing students, comprised of 12 items. Factor 3,
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Ability of managing instructional process, comprised of 9 items. And Factor 4,
Ability of persuading students to be interested in studying, comprised of 5 items.

2. The reliability of the evaluation form of teaching competency
calculated by Alpha Coefficient was,9751.

3. The comparison of teaching competency

3.1 The teaching competency of male and female were not different.

3.2 The teaching competency of the teachers under jurisdiction of the
Department of General Education expressed significantly higher level than that of
the Office of the Committee of Individual Education at .01.

3.3 The teaching competency among subjects was not different.

3.4 The teaching competency of the teachers who had taught from six
to ten, eleven to fifteen, sixteen to twenty, and over twenty-one years expressed
significantly higher level than that of the teachers who had taught from one to five
years at .01. The teaching competency of the teachers who had taught for over
twenty- one years expressed significantly higher level than that of the teachers who
had taught from six to ten years at .01.

4. The Percentile and the Stanine norms of the whole evaluation form of
teaching competency of upper secondary school teachers divided by their offices
they were determined.

The evaluation form of teaching competency was appropriate for
teachers, administrators, and the person who are concerned to assess the
teaching competency of the teachers and then apply the results for planning,

improving and developing teaching competency.
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
