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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to investigate
some factors related to the participation in the
continuous activities of the Tambol’s Youth Center
members in Amphoé Mayo, Changwat Pattani. Independent
variables under study were (i) the subjects’ socio-
economic status (SES) comprising sex, age, educational
attainment, and marital status; (ii) the subjects’
level of the understanding of the aims of the Tambol'’s
Youth Center, of leadership supports, of contacts with
the government officials, of expectations for resulting
benefits, of opportunities for practical training, of
personal commitment to the Center, and of membership
status of the Tambol’s Youth Center members. Dependent
variables were levels of the subjects’ participation
in the continuous activities of the Youth Center.

The sampling subjects under study were 170 members
randomly sampled from a total sum of 13 Tambol’s Youth

Centers in Amphoe Mavo, Changwat Pattani in 1990.
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The instrument for data collection was a questionnaire and
a test comprising 4 subparts: (1) the subjects’ general
information; (2) a test on the subjects’ understanding of
the aims of the Tambol’s Youth Center, with its internal
reliability value of .5671; (3) a Likert-scale guestion-
naire on the subjects’ attitudes toward their expectation
for resulting benefits, with its internal reliability
value of .8139; and the commitment to the Center, with its
internal reliability value of .6573; and (4) a Likert-scale
questionnaire on the level of the subjects’ participation
in the continuous activities of Youth Center, with its
internal reliability value of .9311; The data collection
was carried out by the researcher with the assistance of
the Youth Center Committee Members. In the data analysis,
the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) was
employed for the statistical value of percentage, mean,

standard deviation, and a t-test.

The following were some of the important findings
of the study. There were a number of statistical
significance in the relationships between the subjects’
participation in the continuous activities and several
factors related to the understanding of the Youth Center’s
aims (P = .027), that related to their leadership supports
(p < .001), that related to their contacts with government

officials (p = .003), that related to their expectations
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for the resulting benefits of the Center (p = .020),

that related to their opportunities for practical

training (p < .001), that related to their commitments to
the Center (p < .001), and that related to the committee
membership of the Center (p < .001). However, there was

no statistical significance in the relationships between
the subjects’' sex, age, educational attainment, as well as
marital status and the level of their participation in the

continuous activities of the Youth Center.
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
