This research is intended (1) to investigate

Through a Proportional stratified random sampling,
189 samples are drawn from the total population of 359
teachers who teach general subjects in Islamic private
%wﬁools in Educational Region II. The independent variables
essed in this study are the teachers’ personal details
h include sex, religions denomination, educational
ainment, command of local Malay dialect, residence,

contenment with the project operation. The dependent
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variable is the operational level of the Project to Promote
Islamic Private Schools as Community Schools. Four areas
of project operation are studied : promotion of optional
occupation, promotion of health-cafe and nutrition,
promotion of sports and recreation, and promotion of
religious instruction for community development and
self-conduct in line with democratic monarchy. In
collecting the data, a 5-scale questionnaire is used.
The reliability of the questionnaire on contentment

with the project operation is 0.92 and that on the
prodject operation is 0.95. The data are then analyzed,
using percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation,

Chi-square and coefficient of contingency.

The research findings are as follows:

1. The overall operation of the Project to Promote
