ABSTRACT

This research is intended (1) to investigate the characteriétics of the Heads of
District Primary Education favorable to rural development, as perceived by primary
schooI teachers in three southern border provinces, and (2) to compare these teachers’
aﬁ'ﬁarceptions of those characteristics.

Through a multistage sampling, 386 subjects are drawn from 11,043 primary
teachers under the Office of Primary Education in Changwat Pattani, Yala and
athiwat. The independent variables include job position, working experience and
, ‘akavel of education. The dependent variables are the characteristics of the Heads of

District Primary Education favorable to rural development, which are classified into five

areas: knowledge and competence, leadership, human relations, code of conduct and
dedication to rural development. The instrument used is a 5-scale questionnaire, the
reliability of which is 0.98. Percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation and t-test
are used in data analysis.

The findings are as follows:

1. By the overall as well as in each area, the characteristics of thel Heads of

District Primary Education, as perceived by the subjects, are at a high level.
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2. The subjects of different job positions have different perceptions of the
aracteristics of the Heads of District Primary Education. The significant difference
‘at the level of .01. However, with respect to differences in working experiences
levéls of education, the subjects’ perceptions are not significantly different.

Based on the above findings, the researcher would like to suggest that in
o help the Heads of District Primary Education attain the . characteristics
able to rural development, the Office* of National Primary Education Commission
id organize training on strategies and goals of rural development,
%ﬁt‘érdepartmental coordination as well as basic knowledge and understanding on the
‘communities in which the Heads of District Primary Education would perform their
unctions. The Office of Provincial Primary Education should set up its policy to
,véfomoté rural development in lines with the Ministry of Education’s rural development
pohcy Besides, as an encouragement to the teachers, regular school visits should be
paid and follow-up evaluation -of the teachers’ performances should be donez by the

Heads of District Primary Education.
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
