This research 1is intended (1) to measure the levels of
performance in the program to promote the students’ optional
occupation in the secondary schools in Changwat Phatthalung, (2)
to investigate whether there are differences in the performance
levels among school adminiétrators, assistant school admini-
strators for academic affairs, guidance teachers as well as
progran-consulting teachers who have more than 1-3 years’
experiences and less than 4 years’ experiences in operating the
school program to promote the students” optional occupation, (3
to investigate whether there are differences in the performance
levels among school administrators, assistant  school
administrators for academic affairs, guidance teachers as well as
program-consulting teachers who have attended and who have never
attended a seminar and/or a conference on promotion of the
students’ optional occupation, (4) to investigate whether there
are differences in the levels of performance in the program to
promote the students’ optional occupation among the secondary

schools of different sizes in Changwat Phatthalung, and (5! to
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look into the students’ attitudes toward this optional occupation
progranm. The samples of +this study consist of the school
administrators, -assistant school administrators for acadenic
affairs, guidance teachers, program-consulting teachers as well
as the students participating in the program to promote the
students’ optional occupation, all of whom are from 27 secondary
schools in Phatthalung. The total of 299 samples (100 teachers
and 199 students) are drawn through a proportional stratified
random sampling. In collecting the data, a questionnaire aimed
at collecting the respondents’ general backgroung informabtion and
checking their performance levels as well as the students’
attitudes toward the program is used. The data are then analyzed,
using Statistical Package for the Social Sciences Personal
Computer  Plus (SPSS pc’) to obtain percentage, arithmetic
mean, standard deviation, and t-test. An analysis of variance
(ANOVA) and a post-test for pair-difference mean are conducted
through Scheffé’s method.

The research findings are as follows:

1. The school performance in the program to promote the
students’ optional occupation in the secondary schools in
Changwat Phatthalung 1is found to be at a moderate level. When
each aspect of program performance is considered, it is found
that program preparation and program operation are at a moderabe
level while program evaluation is at a low level.

2. In all aspects of program performance considered,
there are no significant differences 1in the performance levels

among the school administrators, assistant school administrators
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for academic affairs, guidance teachers and program-consulting
teachers who have 1-3 years’ experiences and more than 4 years
experiences in operating the school program to promote the
students’ optional occupation.

3. In all aspects of program performance considered,
there are no significant differences in the performance levels
apmong the school administrators, assistant school administrators
for acadeﬁic affairs, guidance teachers and program-consulting
teachers who have attended a seminar and/or a conference on
promotion of the students’ optional occupation and those who have
never attended such a seminar and/or conference.

4. When the pair-difference mean 1is considered 1in
relation to school size, it 1is found that there are no
significant differences in the performance levels among large-
sized, medium-sized and small-sized schools.

5. The attitudes of the students participating in the
program to promote the students’ optional occupation are found to

be at a moderate level.
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
