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Abstract

This research was intended 1) to study the level of AIDS prevention of Tambon
health workers in Changwat Pattani indicated by the people's knowledge about AIDS and their
prevention behavior, 2) to investigate the relationship between personal characteristics, job
performance and community factors of these Tambon health workers and the result of AIDS
prevention. .

The subjects of the study were 63 from 126 Tambon health workers performing
AIDS prevention and 630 people in their responsible areas. Both groups of subjects were
selected by a multistage random sampling. The instruments for data collection were a
questionnaire and a test. The data was analyzed based on percentages, arithmetic means,
standard deviation, Pearson Product-Moment Correlation Coefficients and the t-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The result of AIDS prevention of Tambon health workers in Changwat Pattani
indicated by the people's knowledge about AIDS was moderate; but that indicated by the
people's prevention behavior was in the high level.

2. The factors related to the result of AIDS p‘revention were as follows:

Personal characteristics: the attitude of Tambon health workers toward AIDS
prevention was positively related at the .05 level of significance to the result of AIDS

prevention indicated by the people's knowledge about AIDS.
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Job performance factor: the material and equipment support was positively related at
.01 to the result of AIDS prevention indicated by the people's prevention behavior.

Community factors: the community participation was positively related at .05 to the
result of AIDS prevention indicated by the people's prevention behavior. Furthermore, the role
of village health volunteers was positively related at the .01 level of significance to the result
of AIDS prevention indicated by both the people's knowledge about AIDS and their prevention
behavior.

It was suggested that, to promote AIDS prevention among Tambon health workers,
the positive attitude toward AIDS prevention should be generated. Moreover, the materials and
equipment should be provided to support it. At the same time, the potential to perform AIDS
prevention of village health volunteers should be developed, and the idea of community
participation can be utilized via village health volunteers to encourage local people to form a

people's forum for the problems and prevention of AIDS. ‘
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
